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In a time when politics will be at the front of the news every day the time is here to educate our students on the democratic process so they can become informed citizens. Youth and Government is a unique program that allows students from Indiana High Schools to experience first-hand the way the Indiana Legislative process happens.  Our Model Legislative program is open to any student in grades 9-12. Our program is unlike others in that the students draft all the bills that will be discussed, and elect all the leadership that will develop and run the sessions. 

In addition to our Model Legislative program, we also provide a Model Supreme Court program. This is an appellant court program where students work as attorneys to argue their side of an issue. Students review previous court cases that help their argument (precedence) and debate their case in front of fellow students who have been elected as justices.   

The mission of the Indiana YMCA Youth and Government program is to ensure that leadership, democracy, and the YMCA Core Values of Honesty, Caring, Respect, and Responsibility are learned by each generation. Some of the goals of the program are:


To provide a first-hand experience in the workings of State government


To provide an awareness of present issues and concerns in the State of Indiana


To develop leadership skills in those who participate


To provide opportunities for students to be independent thinkers


To allow students to be involved citizens seeing how issues facing the State of Indiana can be addressed


To teach students how to help make positive changes in their schools and communities


The 2010 Indiana YMCA Youth and Government program will take place in Indianapolis on January 29th – 31st.  Students from around the state will stay in a hotel in downtown Indianapolis and in the Indiana State Capitol building they will present their bills and cases in the House, Senate, and Supreme Court chambers. This is an awesome opportunity we are granted by the Statehouse: one in which our students look forward to each year.
